This Is Our Faith – Supporting learning from P1 to S3
Outline content: This CPD session offers a unique opportunity for specialist staff in Secondary schools within Motherwell diocese to join with primary colleagues in exploring TIOF 4.  These sessions will be divided into two inputs:
