OPENING OF THE CAUSE OF BEATIFICATION OF THE LATE POPE JOHN PAUL II

Following the announcement that Pope Benedict XVI has announced the opening of the cause of beatification of the late Pope John Paul II, Archbishop Mario Conti of Glasgow has expressed his delight at the move.

He said: “This is, of course, an exceptional move, but not unique.  One of the factors in any beatification is the so-called “sensus fidelium” – the sense of the faithful. In the case of Pope John Paul that has already been clearly manifested.
“There will nonetheless be a careful process initiated subject to all the normal conditions including a rigorous examination of any miracles - extraordinary favours granted through the late Pope’s intercession – which will take some years to complete.

“Personally I feel sure of the outcome.”
